« Grade 12 English (C or U), or equivalent (minimum
grade required), or take a Centennial College English
Skills Assessment for Admission

Additional requirements
« English language proficiency

are required to:

« Obtain a clear police background check with
vulnerable sector

« Provide valid First Aid and CPR certificates
before the beginning of the second semester

» Provide a clear medical report including a
TB test
